Girl Scouts:Sweet and Innocent or
Liberal and Immoral?

     Have you ever bought Girl Scout
cookies? I know I have. Have you ever
stopped, though, to consider what you
are supporting by doing so? Growing
up, I never wanted to be in the Girl
Scouts, but even if I had wanted to, my
parents would never have allowed it.
You see, my mom always said that the
Girl  Scouts were a feminist group and
that they were into Women's Lib. Not
long ago, I was  thinking about my mom
saying this, so I decided to research it
for myself. You might be surprised at
what I found and let me say it goes way
beyond feminism.  First off, when
joining the Girl Scouts, each girl must
recite the Girl Scout  Promise. The
Promise states:

On my honor, I will try:
 To serve God and my country,

 To help people at all times,
And to live by the Girl Scout Law

     You might say, “What's wrong with
that, they're promising to serve God?”
The problem is, that in 1993 at the Girl

Scouts national convention they made
the decision to allow  atheists and
agnostics the right to use “words they
deem more appropriate” in place of the
word “God.” On the Girl Scouts website,
(www.girlscouts.org), there is an
asterisk next  to the word God. When
you scroll down to see what the asterisk
is for, it says:

The word “god” can be interpreted
in a number of ways, depending on
ones spiritual beliefs. When
reciting the Girl Scout Promise, it
is okay to replace the word “God”
with whatever word your spiritual
beliefs dictate.

     That seems pretty open-ended to me.
You could say Mohammad, Mother
Earth or even Satan and it would be
okay.  On the Girl Scouts of Santa Clara
County web page,
(www.girlscoutsofscc.org), it  says:

The Girl Scout organization does
not endorse or promote any
particular philosophy or religious
belief. Our movement is secular
and is founded on American
democratic principles, one of
which is freedom of religion.

     Notice the word secular. When I
looked this word up in the Oxford Desk
Thesaurus, the first word listed as a
replacement was “worldly.” Funny,
that's the exact definition of what I don't
want my children involved in. On the
Girl Scouts USA web site, there is a
section entitled “Girl Scout Beliefs and
Values.” One of the statements in this
section is:

“Even if your troop is all of one



faith, the Girl Scout meeting is not
an appropriate place for prayers
and hymns. Girl Scouts is not a
religious organization.”

     This means they are not even allowed
to say a prayer before they eat anymore.
These examples alone are enough to
convince me not to contribute to the Girl
Scouts, but they are just the tip of the
iceberg.
     I found a great deal of information
on what they are exposing these girls to
and I must say I was appalled. The first
thing I found is that my mom was right.
The Girl Scouts have been entrenched
in the feminist movement since the
1970's. In an article by Hans Zeiger
entitled “Pro-Abortion Feminist Scouts”
it mentions Betty Friedan who was on
the board of the Girl Scouts of America.
Zeiger says,

“In 1972, at the urging of Friedan
and other feminist leaders, the Girl
Scouts  dropped “loyalty” from its
oath because the feminized
America was one where neither
men nor women were expected to
commit to each other in
marriage.”

     Along with the feminist movement,
the Girl Scouts organization is educating
the girls in abortion and gay rights. The
web page for the Nevada Frontier
Council was advertising a “feminist
conference” which featured Gloria
Feldt, the president of Planned
Parenthood. It also advertised a
workshop on “lesbian, gay, bisexual and
transgendered issues.” In 2001, the
Mountain Meadow Girl Scout Camp in
New Jersey advertised a “feminist
camping experience [for] children of

lesbian, gay, transgender...and other
progressive families.”
     In Waco,Texas, the Bluebonnet
Council of the Girl Scouts of America
even presented Pam Smallwood, chief
executive of Planned Parenthood, a
“woman of distinction award.” One
article said they gave her the title of
“Woman of the Year.”
     In an article written by Joy Downey,
a former Girl Scout, it says,

“The Girl Scout leadership
manual recommends visits to
Planned Parenthood abortion
clinics for Brownie troops. The
Brownies program is for girls 6 to
8 years old.”

Downey also said,

“Be Prepared” is a motto I know
well. It is the Girl Scout motto...
For us it meant be prepared for
whatever life had to offer. For the
national organization--Girl Scouts
USA (GSUSA)-- it seems to mean
be prepared to become political
activists, be prepared for
premarital sex, be prepared to
promote a highly selective
multiculturalism.”

     Many of the articles I read said
premarital sex is definitely promoted.
One badge the girls can earn is called
the “Decisions for Your Life” badge.
Girls earn this badge by participating in
activities related to teen pregnancy. One
such activity is to carry around and care
for a raw egg for a certain amount of
time.
     The Girl Scouts organization uses
Planned Parenthood sex-education
programs and from what I have read,



they are pretty graphic. In her article,
Downey said,

“Planned Parenthood’s sex-
education programs tend to be
highly explicit and go beyond
merely explaining the mechanics of
pills and other devices. They
encourage girls to believe they
have the right to engage in
premarital sex if  they so choose—
a teaching that contradicts the
advice of responsible parents.”

     One article I read compared the
handbook given to the girls by Planned
Parenthood to soft-core porn. It
contained chapters on homosexuality
and masturbation along with
illustrations of such things as couples
engaging in sex and a boy putting on a
condom. One mother was quoted as
saying she was embarrassed to look at
it with her own husband.
Apparently, not only are gay rights
taught to the girls, but lesbianism seems
to be rampant in the organization. One
book, entitled On My Honor:Lesbians
Reflect on their Scouting Experience,
estimates that as many as one in every
three paid employees of the Girl Scouts
is a lesbian. The Girl Scouts welcome
both gay Scout leaders and gay girls into
their organization. One article entitled
“The Cookie Crumbles—GSA Grooms
Feminist Shock Troops” said,

“Girl Scout policy forbids sex on
Girl Scouts time. But the book On
My Honor: Lesbians Reflect on
their Scouting Experience,
published in 1997, is filled with
coming-of-age stories sparked by
gay encounters in the Girl Scouts.
Along with an essay entitled “All I

Really Need to Know About Being
a Lesbian I Learned at Girl Scout
Camp,” and various stories of
“butch” counselors who “wore
men's clothes and had slicked back
short hair,” is testimony to the
prevalence of lesbians in Girl
Scouting. One writer remembers:
“By the time I was a junior
counselor, Mic was an assistant
camp director and her gruff, deep
voiced directives no longer scared
me. I didn't know that most of the
counselors  were lesbians.” Others
remember how sleepovers and
camping trips were  opportunities
for same-sex sexual
experimentation.”

     An article printed in the St. Paul
Pioneer Press described one Scout this
way,

“For those of us who remember the
Girl Scouts as quiet girls in class
who wore their green uniforms on
Wednesdays, encountering Katze
Ludeke can be quite an eye-opener.
She seldom wears her sash for St.
Croix Valley Troop 1256... Rather
than stitching doilies and tea
cozies, the talented seamstress has
created her own costume company
specializing in “fetish-wear.”
Instead of  going for the Gold
Award-the Girl Scout's highest
honor- by reading to senior
citizens, Ludeke pushed to start her
own support group for at-risk teens
called Queer Youth Exist. For her
Gold Award application...Ludeke
is submitting her work with gay,
lesbian, bisexual and transgender
teens, with the support of her
troop.”



     I don't know about you, but I for one
was shocked by what I read about the
Girl Scouts. Due to the length of this
article, I was not even able to touch on
the ceremonies that are preformed by the
Troops. I will have to write a separate
article solely on the ceremonies for the
next issue of The Faith Baptist Watch.
One thing I can tell you about the
ceremonies at this time is, some of them
border on the occult.
     I know I will no longer be buying
Girl Scout Cookies and I hope you will
remember this article the next time you
are approached to buy them. I would like
to leave you with a quote I found in the
article “The Cookie Crumbles—GSA
Grooms Feminist Shock Troops,”
     There are currently 2.7 million
Girl Scouts in the U.S. That' s a lot of
liberal feminists to look forward to.

A Conversion Testimony

     Considering the fact that the
Scriptures refer often to the practical
effects of receiving salvation from
Christ, (all things are become new), it
should not surprise us to hear over and



over of people who have had their lives
changed. Testimonies of such
transformation do thrill believers
because they testify of the goodness and
power of God. The following true
account is one such testimony. God be
praised!
     There are those in the world who
profess to doubt the existence of God,
but this man took pride in his being an
atheist. His appearance was that of a
decrepit, disconsolate old man. In the
course of conversation he was often
heard to unhesitatingly express his
unbelief. He also often spoke of his
suspicion of the motives of those who
professed Christianity. He had ceased in
some measure interacting with other
people, referring to them as a family of
sharks, preying upon each other. He
thought it his duty to wrest from the
grasp of others as much as he could. He
used profane language and looked with
the deepest hatred upon ministers of the
gospel. His social affections seemed to
be withered, and his body, sympathizing,
was distorted and diseased with
rheumatic pains.
     This old man had for years been the
subject of special prayer on the part of
his pious daughter and his son-in-law.
Finally, he was persuaded by them to
attend a season of worship services in
the church of which they were members.
During these services which lasted
several days he came to a profession of
faith in the Lord Jesus Christ. The
change seemed to surprise everyone and
himself as much as any other. He
became the most simple and implicit
believer. He seemed like an individual
who had awakened in another world.
The effects produced by his conversion
were as follows:
     One of the first things he did after

his conversion was to love in a practical
manner even his worst enemy. There
was one man in his village who, he
supposed, had dealt treacherously with
him in some financial transactions.
When converted he sought his old
enemy, asked his forgiveness and
brought him under the sound of the
gospel.
     Feelings of benevolence were
awakened. His first offering was twenty-
five cents. He now gives very liberally,
in proportion to his means, to advance
the gospel of Christ. During the last year
he has given more than he had done in
his whole lifetime before.
     Since his conversion he has led
several individuals to repentance and
faith in Christ. He has been known to
go to several families on the same day,
pray with them and invite them to attend
church that week with him. When they
would state some difficulty as a
hindrance to attending, he has assisted
them to buy shoes and granted other
kindnesses that they might be induced
to attend worship. He made a list of all
of his old associates living within reach
of his influence. He determined to labor
and pray daily for their conversion. one
hundred and sixteen names of
drunkards, skeptics and others most
considered unlikely to be reached by the
gospel. Within two years, one hundred
of these had made a profession.
     Witness the effect upon his
happiness. In a social meeting of the
church he once expressed, I have
rejoiced but once since I trusted in
Christ, that has been all the time." His
sullen and cynical attitude seemed to
have given way to enduring joy. The
change was astonishing. One day, while
repairing his fence, an individual passing
addressed him, "You are at work all



alone." "Not alone," said the old man,
"God is with me." He said that his work
seemed easy to him, and his peace of
mind continued with scarcely an
interruption.
     As soon as his moral nature had
undergone a change, his body in
sympathy felt the benign influence. His
countenance assumed a milder and more
intelligent aspect. He became more tidy
in his apparel, and his 'thousand pains'
in good measure left him. A physician
who was familiar with the old man's
history, having known him for years,
was effected by the startling change
produced in him by the strength of his
relationship with Jesus Christ. Having
been a proponent of rational religion, the
doctor was influenced by the old man's
transformation along with other
witnesses in his life and professed his
faith in orthodox Christianity.
     What a wonderful change is wrought
in the lives of those who receive Christ
as Lord and Savior! Many other
accounts could be furnished as evidence
of the mighty power of God working in
His people, but perhaps this example
will edify those believers who read it.

Dutch Talk-Show Host
to Take Heroin on Air

     The host of a new Dutch talk show
plans to take heroin and other illegal
drugs on the air in a program intended
to reach young audiences, according to
a 9/21/05 Associated Press article.

developed from technology gained
when the government made a deal with
aliens to allow them to kidnap children
and use their organs as food and to
experiment on U.S. citizens (pp. 291,
295-297). Ruckman does not use facts
he abuses them, and he often builds his
case upon thin air, fables, and half-
truths. Consider one example of his
reasoning. An old Bolivian legend tells
of a non-human race that had webbed
feet. Old comic books about Daffy Duck
and Donald Duck depict creatures with
webbed feet (p. 85). Voila! The legend
must be true and Donald Duck must be
a secret depiction of aliens!!!! For 32
years, since I was converted, my sole
authority has been the King James Bible,
and the bottom line here is that the Bible
says nothing about UFOs and therefore
it is not something I need to concern
myself with (2 Tim. 3:16-17). The verses
that Ruckman cites in support of UFOS
are taken out of context and grossly
misused, not remotely supporting such
nonsense (e.g., Gen. 6:1-5; 2 Sam. 5:24;
2 Ki. 2:11; Isa. 14:29; Ezek. 1:4; Zech.
5:1-3). Ruckman believes that the aliens
are demons who are preparing to take
control during the Tribulation and he
cites Revelation 9:2-3, but this does not
describe UFOs and it has nothing to do
with events in our day. Revelation 9
describes demons who are currently
imprisoned rather than appearing on
earth. The Lord Jesus Christ and the
apostles did not teach God’s people to
worry about UFOs or to rage against the
government. They taught us to honor
those in authority and submit to them
(Rom. 13:1- 7; 1 Pet. 2:13-25), to live
obedient and holy lives and to dedicate
our lives to preaching the gospel to the
ends of the earth until Christ returns
(Matt. 28:18- 20; Acts 1:8). You don’t

(2 Cor. 4:4). I wonder why “the
Goddess” couldn’t protect her own
property? It is, of course, because “the
god of this world” has no power when
confronted with the true and living God.
     When President Bush worshipped in
the ultra liberal National Cathedral in
Washington, D.C. on Sept. 16, and
vowed to spend kazillions of taxpayer
dollars (that the nation doesn’t have) to
rebuild New Orleans at any cost, he said,
“There is no way to imagine America
without New Orleans, and this great city
will rise again.”

Spurgeon’s Letter
to an Unsaved Boy

     “Knowing, in some humble measure,
at least, the value of religion, let me also
bring it before your attention. If you give
yourself time to think, you will soon
remember that you must die; and if you
meditate one more moment, you will
recollect that you have a soul, and that
soul will never die, but will live for ever;
and if you die in your present state, it
must live in endless torment.
     “You are an accountable being; God,
who made you, demands perfect
obedience. But you must own that you
have sinned; say not, ‘I am not a great
sinner,’ for one sin only would be
sufficient to sink your soul for ever in
the pit of perdition. The sentence of
death stands against you, and mercy
alone stays its execution. Seeing now
that you are in such danger, how do you
think to escape? Surely you will not be
content to die as you are, for you will
one day find it no light matter to endure
the hot displeasure of an angry God. Do
you imagine that, if you live better for
the future, God will forgive your past
offences? That is a mistake; see if you
can find it in the Bible.
     “Perhaps you intend to think about
religion after you have enjoyed sin a
little longer; or possibly you think that
you are too young to die. But who knows
whether that future time will be
afforded, and who said that you can turn
to Christ just when you please? Your
heart is deceitful above all things, and
your natural depravity so great that you
will not turn to God. Trust not, then, to
resolutions made in your own strength,
they are but wind; nor I to yourself, who
are but a broken reed; nor to your own
heart, or you are a fool. There is no way

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of salvation but Christ; you cannot save
yourself having no power even to think
one good thought; neither can your
parents’ love and prayers save you; none
but Jesus can, He  is the Saviour of the
helpless, and  I tell you that He died for
all such as feel their vileness and come
to Him for cleansing.
     “You do not deserve salvation; well,
there is not a jot of merit on the sinner’s
part mentioned in the covenant. You
have nothing; you are nothing; but
Christ is all, and He must be everything
to you, or you will never be saved. None
reach Heaven but by free-grace, and
through free-grace alone. Even a faint
desire after any good thing came from
God, from whom you must get more,
for He giveth liberally,  and no poor
sinner, begging at His door, was ever yet
sent empty away.
     “Look the blessedness of real
religion, no one is truly happy but a child
of God. The believer is safe, for God
has promised to preserve him; and if
once you have the pearl of great price,
it cannot be taken from you. The way to
Heaven is faith, ‘looking unto Jesus;’
this faith is the gift of God, and none
but those who have it know its value.
